GENERAL PLAN POLICY RESPONSE 

The following General Plan policies are intended to protect Woodland residents from the harmful and 
annoying effects of exposure to excessive noise. 

8.G.1. The City shall pro.hibit develo.pment o.f new no.ise-sensitive uses where the noise level due to 
non-transportation no.ise so.urces will exceed the no.ise level standards of Table 8-1 as measured 
immediately within the property line of the new development, unless effective noise mitigatio.n 
measures have been inco.rporated into the development design to. achieve the standards set out in 
Table 8-1. 

8.G.2. The City shall require that noise created by new non-transportation sources be mitigated so as not 
to exceed the noise level-standards measured immediatelywithin the property. line

B:O;6. The City shall prohibit new development of noise-sensitive land uses in areas exposed to existing or . 
projected levels of noise from transportation noise sources which eXceed the levels set out in Table 
B-2, unless the project design includes effective mitigation measures to reduce exterior noise and 
noise levels in interior spaces to the levels set out in Table B-2. Exceptions to this standard will be 
permitted within the Southeast Area Specific Plan Area"where.a 5 dB ,increase in outdoor,activity , 
areas will be permitted. .

B.G.B. New roadway ,improvement, projects will , be needed to accommodate development permitted 
according. to the Land Use Diagram. Where existing noise-sensitive uses may,be exposed, to 
increased noisdevels due to increased roadway ,capacity andincr.eases";n travel speeds associated," ­
with roadway improvements,· the City will apply the following criteria to determine the significance 
of increases in noise related to roadway improvement projects: 

a. 'Where 'existing traffic noise levels are less than 60 dB Ldn at the outdoor activity areas of 
noise-sensitive uses, a +5 dB Ldn increase in noise levels due to a roadway improvement project 
will be considered significant; and 

b. Where eXisting traffic noise levels range between 60 and 65 dB Ldn at the outdoor activity areas 
ofnoise-'-sensitive uses, a +3 dB·Ldn increase in noise levels due to a roadway improvement 
project will be considered significant; and 

c. Where existing traffic noise levels are greater than 65 dB Ldn at the outdoor activity areas of 
noise-sensitive uses, a + 1.5 dB Ldn increase in noise levels due to a roadway improvement 
project will be considered significant.

Successful implementation of the policies of the General Plan would effectively reduce potential noise 
compatibility conflicts between stationary noise sources and noise-sensitive land uses to a less-than­
significant level. 

Aircraft Noise 

Because implementation of the General Plan will not result in the potential for additional land use noise 
compatibility conflicts between aircraft operations and noise-sensitive land uses, the noise impact of 
development under the General Plan is considered less-than-significant.
