the current violation. City staff has informed the
representatives that its cessation would be a showi
good faith before annexation is pursued by the City
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After discussion Council agreed that if Heidrick Trust
desires to initiate an annexation proposal for thei r
property east of County Road 103, Heidrick Trust ma y proceed
only after removal the existing illegal trucking op eration
and improvements within the area proposed to be ann exed, and
Council agreed that the applicant shall pay for the
annexation.

1998 WOODLAND MUNICIPAL ELECTION:

The City Manager said the Council previously sche duled
the 1998 Municipal Election for April 14, 1998. He said if
the Council wants to place a local sales tax measur e on the
municipal election ballot, the decision will have t 0 be made
on January 6, 1998 because Proposition 218 approved in
November of 1996 tied any tax measure to the same d ate as
the Council holds a City Council election. He said the
Partners for Progress have been evaluating the camp aign
options for such a local sales tax measure and are still
meeting once a week to discuss the issues. During the last
couple of weeks Partners for Progress have been tal king with
political consultants about how a campaign for such a
measure could be run. Two consultants felt the cha nces for
the measure would be enhanced if the vote was taken at a
consolidated statewide election, principally becaus e of the
higher voter turn out at such an election as oppose dto a
City stand-alone election. Another element of the campaign
is the idea of conducting a poll of the community t o]
determine the community’s interest.

The following persons spoke regarding the possibl e
change in the election date: Don Jameson, Neal Pea rt,
Dudley Holman, and Charlene Shaffer. Those speakin g on
behalf of Partners for Progress recommended that th e

election be held on June 2.
