DRAFT HABITAT CONSERVATION PLAN:

Community Development Director Janet Ruggiero gav

(HCP). She said the HCP was brought before each of
participating City Councils and the Board of Superv
November and December last year. The Cities of Wes
Sacramento, Winters and Woodland as well as the Boa
Supervisors conceptually approved the October 1996
of the HCP. The Davis City Council was the
participating agency to conduct a hearing on the HC
December 16, 1996. During the Davis Council meetin
group of U.C. Davis students and professors objecte
adoption of the HCP. Furthermore, the Davis Counci
to discuss certain implementation issues with the o
Cities and the County before acting on the HCP. Th
City Council therefore deferred approval of the HCP
additional discussion among the local agencies coul
place. Next, a local official committee was appoin
discuss nine specific implementation issues raised
Davis City Council. This committee met several tim
February and March of 1997 resulting in a consensus
of the issues. In early April 1997 staff of the U.
and Wildlife Service (USFWS) and California Departm
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Fish and Game (CDFG) met with many of the U.C. Davi
