HEARING - COUNTY ROAD 101 & GIBSON ROAD/SOUTHEASTREA
SPECIFIC PLAN AMENDMENT:

Vice Mayor Losoya said the only public hearingeshlled is to consider County
Road 101/Southeast Area Specific Plan amendment.

Associate Planner Bob MacNicholl explained theoregs documents submitted
regarding the proposed amendment to the SoutheaatZpecific Plan which would
provide for a change to the County Road 101/Gili®oad interchange. The proposed
change is intended to accommodate left turns frastib®und Gibson Road onto
northbound County Road 101 and from westbound Giloso southbound County
Road 101. He then summarized the Planning Comoni'ssaction taken on May 1. He
said the Planning Commission expressed concernsafgty of children attending
Willow Springs School, particularly during the hewhen children are transported to
and from school. Commission also expressed cortbatrthe Woodland Joint Unified
School District could not commit to a firm timetaldbr closing Willow Springs School
or opening a new elementary school before theofdl®99. Commission agreed with
staff’'s recommendation that Alternative 1 is theeladative of choice, which was left turn
ingress onto County Road 101 only. Alternativésb @rovided that the changes to the
intersection will not occur until after the closwkEWillow Springs School. He said the
Commission agreed with Alternative 1 but not whk teferral of the intersection work.
The Commission wanted the intersection changedamped as soon as possible, and in
that way the Commission recommendation differechfstaff's recommendation. The
Commission determined that the Supplement to tReEépared by the traffic consultant
was deemed to be the appropriate level of envirotaheeview. The Commission
further asked that the Council adopt a resolutiomodify the Southeast Area Specific
Plan, incorporating Alternative 1 and removing ldreguage to wait for the changes to



the intersection.

Mr. MacNicholl said Alternative 2 would have begfully signalized

intersection, but staff felt there were severabpgms with that option, including cost and
how to finance the cost. He said the original pltor the Southeast Area did not identify
that as a signalized intersection and there wasoaballocation for those improvements.
Also he said this alternative would provide a fertbelay of traffic along Gibson Road.
He said recommends another variant of the altera#di consider setting a date certain,
such as one year, for the start of constructiah@fintersection changes, regardless of
whether Willow Springs School is ready for closaranot.

Alan Telford from Fehr and Peers, traffic consotisafrom Roseville, explained
the alternatives, the data collection and evalnatitteria. He also responded to
guestions from Council.

Police Sergeant Craig Vierra responded to quesfimm Council regarding the
impact of left turns onto County Road 101.
