Background 
 
The Woodland Recreation Foundation voted on September 23, 2003 to be the primary organization 
sponsoring and organizing the Annual 4th of July celebration in Woodland.  The Parks & Recreation 
Department also takes a lead role in assisting the Foundation with the organization and operation of 
the 4th of July event.  This year, due to the 4th falling on a Sunday, the celebration will occur on 
Saturday July 3, 2010. The timing is intended to not interfere with the normal Sunday activities that 
families engage in.
