Nestled among towering pines and the shimmering sea on California’s Central Coast, Cambria 

California is a picturesque village along scenic Highway 1.  Free of chain stores and brimming 

with charm, Cambria invites you to exit the beaten path as it evokes an earlier era of coastal 

California, when life was in sync with the peaceful rhythms of the adjacent Pacific Ocean. In 

Cambria, even the food slows down — because there’s not a fast food chain to be found. 

Discover that Cambria has a rare combination of attributes such as rugged beaches, forested 

knolls and a quaint village brimming with bistros, wine tasting, art galleries and specialty shops. 

Poets, writers, musicians and painters continue to set the town’s cultural tone. Your hotel is the 

Cambria Pines, set on 25 acres of gardens.  

Spend the day in the seaside village of Morro Bay, located in a picture-perfect  setting with a 

busy harbor and active fishing industry, Morro Bay is known as the place in San Luis Obispo 

County to savor local seafood, including local oysters and fresh salmon in harbor-view 

restaurants.

Day 1, Wednesday, June 3

delicious included lunch at Harris Ranch.   After lunch go on a guided tour of the stables 
at Harris Ranch (known as Harris Farms).   Did you know that this is the “home” of 
California Chrome?  Depending upon his schedule, he may be in residence and you can  
also maybe meet his mother!    (California Chrome is an American Thoroughbred 
racehorse who won the 2014 Kentucky Derby and the Preakness Stakes. ) 
 Arrive at the beautiful Cambria Pines Lodge in the afternoon.  Check into your room for 
two nights and enjoy strolling around the 25 acres of beautiful grounds and gardens.  
(There is even a heated swimming pool and hot tub if you choose!)  Stroll through the 
extensive grounds and gardens which have been featured in such publications as 
Sunset Magazine. Enjoy the organic kitchen garden, flower bed, rose garden, and many 
others located on the grounds of Cambria Pines Lodge.   And don’t forget at the end of 
the path that winds thru the grounds to the Cambria Pines Gift Shop and Nursery.  What 
a wonderful way to begin a Coastal get-away!  There is a spacious  lounge area alive  
with musical entertainment every night of the week. With music ranging from folk, rock, 
jazz, and even karaoke. After dinner, relax and enjoy a drink in the Fireside Lounge at 
Cambria Pines Lodge and take in the sounds of entertainers from Cambria & the central 
coast.

Day 2, Thursday, June 4 
Breakfast is included this morning at the Lodge.   Then board the coach for a short ride 
to Morro Bay.  
The seaside village of Morro Bay is a picture-perfect getaway.    Enjoy free time for 
lunch on your own and exploring the quaint village shops, displaying the creations of 
many local artists and crafts people.  Cruise on a  scenic boat ride around the famous 
Morro Rock and meet the local residents that call the waters of Morro Bay their home.  
Meet a local guide for a tour and learn the interesting history.   Visit the local museum 
viewing exhibits that tell the story of Morro Bay and Morro Rock.    All too soon, it is time 
to depart from an exciting day by the seaside to return to the gardens of Cambria Pines 
Lodge where a delicious dinner is included.    (B, D) 
 
Day 3, Friday, June 5 
Another delicious breakfast is included.  Then you can choose to stroll Moonstone 
Beach OR explore the town OR take a delightful guided tour of Hearst Castle.  By 
daylight you will see different parts of the Castle and be able to stroll some of the 
grounds.   The Imax presentation of “Building the Dream” presents a lot of the history of 
this Monument on the Hill.   After the morning of your choice, it is time to leave our 
garden paradise.    A stop is made at for an included dinner at Pea Soup Anderson’s 
Restaurant.  Arrive back in Woodland approximately 8:30pm after a cool coastal 
getaway!
