lV. Public Hearings
The 2013 Weed Abatement Public Hearing was opened at 2:06 pm. While the Board waited for
property owners to show up, the Board discussed the need for developing one notice letter to be
sent to both Area A (Woodland) and Area B (Davis) owners whose property have been identified
as historically problematic.

The Board also discussed amending the current resolution to allow for another public hearing
since the City of Davis did not send their notice letters in time. On a motion by Chair Arvin and a
second by Commissioner Bunfill, the Board voted 4-0 to hold another public hearing on Tuesday
May 21"tat 2 pm. The City of Davis will issue their notice letters 14 days prior to May 21'r. Clerk
Murphy will post the public hearing notice in the Davis Enterprise accordingly.

Chair Arvin confirmed there were no property owners present for the public hearing, which was
then closed at2:23 pm.

2013 Weed Abatement Public Hearing

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Governing Board:

That the Springlake Fire Protection District

1. Open the public hearing to permit property owners to voice objections to the
proposed removal of weeds, rubbish, refuse, and dirt; and

2. Authorize the Davis Fire Department to cause the abatement of weeds and
direct the Fire Chief to keep an accounting of the cost of said abatement.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: On March 5,2013, the Springlake Fire

Protection District Governing Board declaring the weeds growing on certain parcels
within the District to be a public nuisance, initiated abatement proceedings, set April 25,
2013, as a public hearing to allow property owners to voice objections to the 2013
Weed Abatement Program, and the Davis and Woodland Fire Departments to mail
notices to all identified property owners advising them of the public hearing. The Board,
at their April 21 , 2013 meeting, set a second public hearing on May 21, 2013 for Area B
(Davis) since notification letters were not mailed in time for this area.

After the hearing date was set by the Governing Board, letters were mailed to all of the
owners of record according to the last equalized assessment roll available in the Yolo
County Assessor's Office. The letters outlined the responsibility of the property owners
for maintaining their property and informed them of the Public Hearing scheduled on
May 21,2013, to hear all objections to the proposed removal of weeds, rubbish, refuse
and dirt. The Notice of Public Hearing was published in The Davis Enterprise on May
12,2013 and May 19,2013.

Following the Governing Board having heard any objections during the Public Hearing,
it would be appropriate to authorize the Davis Fire Chief to cause the weeds to be
abated.

Resolution No. 2013-01

A RESOLUTION DECLARING WEEDS TO BE A PUBLIC NUISANCE, INITIATING
ABATEMENT PROCEEDINGS AND PROVIDING NOTICE OF HEARING ON
OBJECTIONS THERETO PURSUANT TO PUBLIC CONTRACT CODE SECTIONS
20810 THROUGH 20813 AND HEALTH AND SAFETY CODE SECT¡ONS 14875
THROUGH 1493I

The Governing Board of the Springlake Fire Protection District, County of Yolo, declares
and resolves as follows:

1. The Governing Board elects to proceed under Health and Safety Code Section
14875-14931 pursuant to Public Contract Code Section 20810-20813 to declare as
a public nuisance and abate:

a. ALL weeds growing upon streets, sidewalks and private property in the
District;

b. ALL rubbish, refuse and dirt upon parkways, sidewalks and private property in

the District.

ln this resolution and in all subsequent proceedings, "weeds" mean weeds which
when mature bear wingy or downy seeds which will attain such a large growth as
to become a fire menace when dry, or which are othen¡rrise noxious or
dangerous, and includes sage brush, chaparral, poison oak and poison ivy, when
the conditions of growth are such as to constitute a menace to the public health,
dry grass, stubble, brush, litter and all other flammable material which endangers
the public safety by creating a fire hazard.

2. The Governing Board declares as a public nuisance:

a. ALL weeds growing upon the streets, sidewalks and private property in the
District; and

b. ALL rubbish, refuse and dirt upon parkways, sidewalks and private property in

the District.

3. The Governing Board finds and declares that weeds on or in front of parcels is a
nuisance such that they create a fire hazard which endangers the public safety. ln

accordance with Section 14900.5, the seasonal and recurrent nuisances shall be
abated and notice shall be by mailing a postcard or other notice as provided in

Section 14900.6.

4. The Fire Chief of Woodland and the Fire Chief of Davis, or their representative, are
the persons designated to perform the duties imposed by Health and Safety Code
Sections 14890-14931 upon the "Superintendent" and all reference in these

proceedings to Superintendent(s) mean those persons.

The dates of April 25.2013 at 2:00 p.m. and Mav 21, 2013 at 2:00 pm (forArea B
only) in the City of Woodland Public Safety Department Training Room at 1000
Lincoln Avenue, Woodland California is fixed as the time and place for hearing all

objections to the proposed removal of weeds, rubbish, refuse and dirt.

The Superintendent(s) shall be directed to cause written notice to be mailed to each
person to whom such described property is assessed in the last equalized
assessment roll available on the date the Resolution is adopted by the Governing
Board of the District. The notices mailed by the Clerk of the Governing Board of the
District shall be mailed at least fourteen (14) days prior to the time for hearing
objections by the Governing Board. Said notices shall be substantially in the form
provided by Section 14892 as follows:

NOTICE TO DESTROY WEEDS AND
REMOVE RUBBISH, REFUSE AND DIRT

"Notice is herebygiven thaton the 5th dayof March, 20'13, the Governing Board of the
Springlake Fire Protection District passed a Resolution declaring that noxious or
dangerous weeds were growing upon or in front of the property on certain streets in the
Springlake Fire Protection District, and more particularly described in the Resolution,
and that they constitute a public nuisance which must be abated by the removal of
weeds, (including regrowth) rubbish, refuse and dirt. Among the properties more
particularly described in said resolution as set forth in the attached list is real property of
which you appear as an owner of record on the last equalized assessment roll available
on the date of said resolution. Unless the weeds, rubbish, refuse and dirt are removed
by the owner by June 5. 2013, they will be removed and the nuisance abated by the
City and the cost of removal assessed upon the land from or in front of which the
weeds, rubbish, refuse and dirt are removed and will constitute a lien upon such land
until paid. Reference is hereby made to the Resolution that is on file in the office of the
Clerk of the Governing Board of the Springlake Fire Protection District at 1000 Lincoln
Avenue, Woodland California.

"All property owners having any objections to the proposed removal of the weeds,
rubbish, refuse and dirt are hereby notified to attend a meeting of the Governing Board
of the Springlake Fire Protection District to be held on April 25, 2013 at 2:00 p.m. and
Mav 21, 2013 at 2:00 pm (for Area B only), when their objections will be heard and
given due consideration."
